“Quick response (QR) codes are the little square codes you see in magazines or on cereal boxes now.  
One BCS classroom, under the leadership of students and by collaborating with other Birmingham 
schools, created a website last week called Traveling Books.  The purpose is to share the books our 
students have enjoyed with others by mailing the books to other schools while receiving other books from 
them.  Inside the books are QR codes that will take the reader to the website where they can write a 
review, discuss the book with other students across the district (and eventually beyond) and “order” 
another book.  The QR code moved from being “cool” to “school” by making collaborating with others 
more accessible.   
 
Technology continues to change rapidly making it very hard to keep up.  When it is all said and done, we 
must continue to be responsible and wise when it comes to making sure “cool” moves to “school”.  BCS is 
committed to continuing to use technology when it is appropriate and relevant, not just because it is cool!”
